SAFEGUARDING UPDATE FOR DBS VOLUNTEERS: The Diocesan Safeguarding Office
has notified us of a change for volunteers with a Subscription to the Update Service, (which
now should be almost everybody with a DBS). Anyone who is subscribed to the Update Ser-
vice currently receives an email every 12 months, confirming their subscription. DBS has now
changed this process, and an email will still be received, but the volunteer is now required to
log into their subscription and confirm its renewal, by clicking the link in that email.

We need to make everyone aware of this, because if the subscription is not renewed annually
when the email is received, then it will be deactivated, and this means that a full DBS check
(with 1D verification etc) will be required when the next 3 year re-check becomes due. At the
moment a re-check just involves the completion of one form.
